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The Orangery, Loventor Manor, South Devon

The Orangery is in the grounds of Loventor Manor, a Georgian Manor House on a site which
can be traced back to the Doomsday Book. It was restored a few years ago and has now
been converted to a spacious Studio for rent as holiday accommodation in 2009.

The outstanding features of the property are its open-plan aspect with direct access on to the
private garden, its seclusion (the only noise, the ambient sound of birdsong, cows or sheep ii
the adjacent fields and, occasionally, a car or tractor in the distance) and the amazing views
from both inside and out. On arrival you will find a complimentary homemade cream tea -
and if you wish to surprise your partner we can arrange for flowers, chocolates and
champagne to be there too.

The Orangery is completely detached, enjoying a private entrance and secluded garden with
uninterrupted views of glorious Devon countryside. There is a cosy log burner for cool
evenings and, for warmer days/evenings, garden furniture with barbecue for true alfresco
living.

Main Accomodation Details

The accommodation is light and spacious with a 'wall of glass' to the front of the
building, capturing the fantastic, uninterrupted views to the ruins of Berry Pomeroy
Castle and the horizon beyond.

The Orangery sleeps two people in an open plan studio space. The kitchen is separate
and you have the option of eating inside or out on the deck that projects from the
property and into the secluded garden. Well mannered pets are welcome, though at an
extra charge. Changeover day is Saturday. The Orangery is smoke free.

Main Features

Lounge:

The lounge area is furnished with sofa, nest of tables, dining table and 2 chairs. There
is a 260 LCD TV, DVD player, Digital radi o, ¢
wireless: apologies not very fast due to remote location: download limit), mobile
reception generally good. Heating consists of a supply of dry logs for the wood burner
plus electric heating.

Sleeping:
Blackout blinds to windows, King size bed with 4 pillows, 4-seasons duvet and cotton
bed linen provided, bedside tables and lamps, dressing table and seat.

Kitchen and dining:

The kitchen is separate from the studio area and is equipped with a gas cooker, fridge,
microwave, toaster, kettle, cutlery and crockery, tea towels and dish clothes. A dining
table and 2 chairs is provided in the living area whilst outside on the deck there is a
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patio table and 4 chairs, umbrella, 2 loungers, gas barbecue. Beyond the kitchen there
is hanging and shelving space for clothes plus general storage for cases.

Shower:

Electric shower, wc, hand-basin, heated towel rail, mirror and shelves: 2 bath-sheets,
hand towels and flannels are provided.

Location

The Manor itself is part of a small hamlet, tucked away off-the-beaten-track and buried in
glorious countryside. It is just 3 miles from the Elizabethan town of Totnes. Access is via a
private lane leading to the parking/turning area and the gate to The Orangery. It has its

garden has shrub beds, lawn and decking with picnic table, chairs and 2 loungers.

There are stone steps down to a lower area where the loveseat overlooks the small lake
below. From there you can walk down to the lake and row the small boat or sit and have an
undisturbed picnic. There are numerous options for doing nothing and relaxing the hours
away . Thereds a barbeque and floodlights inethe
(which happens frequently), it can still be very pleasant to sit outside with a glass of wine
(or two!).

Booking Information

Telephone Bookings - It is easier and quicker to book by telephone. This way, you
can be assured that The Orangery is available. The number to call is 07779130033. If
it goes to voicemail please do leave a message and we will get back to you as quickly
as possible.

Once agreed, we will email you a Booking Form and then provisionally hold your
booking for 5 days to allow time for you to complete and return it with the initial
deposit. The full amount will be due if you are booking within 8 weeks of your holiday.

On receipt of the deposit we will email a Booking Confirmation and travel instructions.
Please note the date when payment of the balance is due; this is 8 weeks before your
arrival date.

If you do not have access to email we will be happy to use the postal system, in which
case we will provisionally hold your booking for 7 days.

Arrival and Departure - Arrival and departure day is Saturday.

The Orangery will be ready for you to take over at any time after 3.30pm at the start
of your holiday. Please try not to arrive early, as time is needed to thoroughly clean
and check all is satisfactory for your visit. For the same reason, please note that you
should leave by 10.00am on departure day. Because only a limited period is available
in which to clean The Orangery, we ask that you leave it and its contents clean and
tidy.

BOOKING CONDITIONS 2009/10
Please read the booking conditions carefully. You must agree to these before
completing the booking form.

Reservations for accommodation are accepted on the following conditions:

1. The contract of hire is between the hirer (tenant) and the property owners.

2. The contract is deemed to have been made once the hirer has signed the
booking form and the owners has despatched a confirmation of booking.

3. For bookings made more than 8 weeks before arrival, a deposit of one third of
the holiday price plus a £15.00 booking fee is required and will only be
effective if the booking form is correctly completed and signed and duly
confirmed by the owners. The balance is due 8 weeks before the holiday
commences, without further demand. If the balance payment is not
received by the date due on the Booking Acknowledgement, the owners, at
their discretion, reserves the right to make the property available for re-
booking. This does not release the tenant from their obligation.
3a. Most Credit and Debit cards are accepted.Please note there is a surcharge
for payment by Credit Card: no surcharge is made for payment by Debit Card.
For bookings made less than 8 weeks before arrival the total amount is
payable plus extras (if applicable) and the booking fee.

4. Properties are available for occupation from 3.30pm (occasionally
later) on the first day of the holiday and must be vacated by 10am on
the lastday.Only the tenant and members of tt
on the booking form (but no one else) are permitted to occupy the property
for holiday purposes only. No more than the maximum number of persons
stated on the booking form may occupy the property unless by prior written
agreement with the owners. Extra charges may be applicable. The owners
reserve the right to refuse admittance if this condition is not observed. The
owners reserve the right to revoke or refuse prior to, or during the stay, any
booking from parties which they consider to be unsuitable for the property.
Due respect and consideration to neighbours must be observed at all times.
The tenant may only bring such pets as are mentioned on the booking form,
they must be clean, up to date with flea prevention treatment, well behaved,
kept on a lead at all times and never be left unattended in the property,
unless by prior, private arrangement with the owners. They are not permitted
in the bedrooms or on any furniture in the property. The owners cannot
accept responsibility for their safety. A weekly charge will be made.

5. The tenant must keep the property clean and in good order and will
be responsible for any damages or breakages. During the period of
tenancy the tenant is responsible for the care of the property and its
contents. It is expected that tenants treat the property with the
respect that they treat their own and leave the property and its
fixtures and fittings in a clean and tidy condition, including correct
disposal of rubbish/waste for recycling, if applicable, and disposal of
dog mess from gardens/grounds. The owners reserve the right to charge
a security deposit of a minimum of £50. This deposit will be refunded to
the tenant the week following the holiday, but a deduction will be made for
any breakages or damages done to the property or if it is not left in a
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clean and tidy condition, including correct rubbish/waste disposal and
dog mess removal.

Once a booking has been accepted it can only be changed to different dates
by treating the original booking as a cancellation (see Note 10). Holiday dates
may be changed providing the property is available for the new dates and the
owner is agreeable to the change. A £25 re-booking charge will be payable.
The owners shall not be liabletot he tenant or any membe
party for any injury, loss or damage to their property or person, however
caused. Tenants should ensure that all personal possessions are removed on
departure from the property. The owners reserve the right to dispose of any
tenants personal belongings after the departure day of the tenants from the
property without further reference to the tenants.

The owners reserve the right to refuse any booking and to cancel any booking
already made if the property is unavailable (e.g. through fire, flood etc.) for
any reason whatsoever subject to a full refund of all monies paid. The owners
shall not be under any other liability if such cancellation occurs.

Bed linen, towels, tea towels are provided

. Cancellation. When the holiday is booked, the tenant is entering into a

legally binding contract. If forced to cancel, for whatever reason, under the
law, the booking is forfeit and the tenant remains liable for the balance on the
due day. The owners will immediately endeavour to re-let the property and if
successful will refund the deposit and balance less any expenses incurred in
re-letting. The expenses incurred in re-letting shall be at the discretion of the
owners. The total amount payable will not exceed liability for accommodation.
Force Majeure. The owners cannot accept liability or responsibility for any
alterations, delay or cancellation or any other loss or damage caused by war,
civil strife, terrorist action, industrial disputes, fire, sickness, bad weather,
epidemics, acts of any government, or public authority, changes imposed by
re-scheduling of airlines or any event outside our control.

The owners cannot be held responsible for any perceived inadequacies in the
property. The property description and all details written (and verbal) are
given in good faith and are believed to be correct, but their accuracy cannot
be guaranteed. The owners reserve the right to amend the property prices
quoted on the internet due to error or omission. In this unlikely event the
potential tenant will be notified immediately and may cancel their provisional
booking accordingly.

In the unlikely event of a complaint the owners reserve the right to refer it to
arbitration by the Regional Board of South West Tourism.

Legal. In the event of any dispute between the parties it shall be referred to
the jurisdiction of the English Courts only and any action shall be heard in the
Court for the area in which the property is situated. Any contract shall be
governed by English Law and interpretation.

These booking conditions supersede all previous issues.
